DECLARATION OF POLICY |

SEcC. 2. The Congress hereby declares that it is the
policy of the United States to use export controls to the ex-
tent necessary (a) to protect the domestic economy from
the excessive drain of scarce materials and to reduce the in-
fla.tionary impact of abnormal foreign demand; (b) to fur-
ﬂier the foreign poliéy of the United States and ful#l to aid
) fiolﬁlling its international responsibilities; and (c) to exer-
cise the necessary vigilance over exports from the standpoint
of their significance to the jﬁ‘é-ﬁvonal ‘s_ecm’ity.' |

ENFORCEMENT

SEc. 6.. (a) To the extent mecessary or appropriate

| EFFECT.ON OTHER ACTS
Sec. - 10. "The Act of February 15, 1936 (49 Stat.
1140) ; relating.to the licensing of exports of tin-plate sél'ap,
is hereby superseded; but nothing contained in this Aect shall
be construed to modify, repeal, supersede, or otherwise afféct

the provisions of any other laws authorizing control over

_exports of any commodity.
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EFFECTIVE DATE

SEc. 11. This Act shall take effect February 28, 1949,
upon the expiration of section 6 of the Act of July 2, 1940
(54 Stat. 714), as amended. All outstanding delegations,
rules, regulations, orders, licenses, or other forms of admin-
istrative action under said section 6 of the Act of July 2,
1940, shall, until amended or revoked, remain in full force
and eﬁ?eét, the same as if promulgated qnder this Act. -

TERMINATION DATE -

SEc. 12. The authority granted herein shall terminate

on June 30, 1951, or upon gﬁy prior date which the

Congress by concurrent resolution or the President may
