Mr SCOTT If the Senator will yield 
further, aside from commenting--! do 
not know of any three words I have ever 
 >:'rd that gut so much action, and I am 
vc.y pleased that the Senate is engaged 
at a consldi rable flurry of actuuy the 
distinguished majority leader knows that 
I inquired of him as to whether or not 
some other bill could be substituted for 
this, simply because there are Senators 
on both sides who may not find it possi­ 
ble to be here tomorrow But I under­ 
stand that the reason for laying down 
tnis bill is that there does not appear to 
be another bill which could be substi­

OEO LEGAL SERVICES PROGRAM
Mr. MURPHY Mr President, on l»*t 

Tuesday a situation occurred in the Sen­ 
ate that confuted some of my colleague*, 
amazed others, startled me. may I tay, 
and I rUe at this point to try to put the 
RECOUP straight and eliminate confusion 
aa far as I am able to do so. I also wish to 
thank some of my colleague* for their 
defense of me and my position alter I 
had left the Chamber.

Mr. President, you may recall that last 
Tuesday S 3061 waa suddenly and unex­ 
pectedly laid before the Senate as the 
order of business. I had suggested that 
the bill be put over to give me s>nd other

Senators on the minority side the time to 
properly prepare some amendment*. 
However, for some resvson the bill w»$ Said 
before the Senate v*nr quickly and at the 
moment I was oot prepared We did the 
best we could to accommodate the acting 
majority leader IB hi* determination to 
bring the bill betoe* tht Senate

I had pointed «et that I had long 
standing commaaaeot* in California that 
I just could not break and which made 
It impossible lor me to remain in the 
Chamber throogit the full session on 
Tuesday I explained that as well a* I 
could, and I explain^-d that I had tried to 
have prepared ;w? amendment* that I 
wanted to introduce that had not been 
completed because *e had not had the 
warning time I do not think the situa- 
tton was healthy proper, or sound

One amendment had to do with th* 
legal service program In th> bill. 8 3041 
I thought I had explained It carefully I 
understood the tog*} service program to 
mrnn actual!* whit the term Implies, 
that tit. to provide a .awyer and legal serv­ 
ice for a pooi man who could not afford 
thnn I said mat somewhere along the 
line the provision for legal services had 
become legal reform and that all sorts 
of things were going on not only in my 
State but also in many other States and 
that my aoMn*B*eni would have per­ 
mitted two thing* It would have restored 
the Governor: rfjo over this particular 
function without the OEO Director t 
override Also ;t would have provided 
the Governor* *:ih permission to veto 
line items In the past there has been a 
hnbtt of tumping Uie entire OEO program 

hough one may object to 
  ; -.terns, the entire program 

would have to be vetoed This did not 
seem to be practical and did not seem 
to be producing the desired result*. So 
my amendment waa Introduced to ac­ 
complish two things

I would like the Rtconn to show that 
In the beginning when the OEO pro­ 
gram was fine »ta;ted, the Governors of 
the separate State* had an unencum- 
beied right to veto; and. then. In the 
second year 1M5. the right of the Gov­ 
ernors to veto va* significantly weak­ 
ened, because the Director was given the 
power to override the Governor s veto 
Tlits ha* caufled problems

During comnitte* hearings I said oo 
several occasion* that I would attempt 
to introduce aa amendment that would 
clarify the original intent of the legal 
service program, which was simply u> 
provide a lawyer for some poor guy who 
did not have enough money to hire * 
lawyer, and u**t i! it wa* the feeling of 
the committee that taxpayers' money 
should be uaed for the purpose of legal 
reform, we should hold hearings and 
come to a decision and pet hap* bring it 
before this body Certainly. In my opin­ 
ion and in my . udgrnenl it was not proper 
to substitute legal reform for uhat 
started out to be legal sen-Ices.

Tuesday my unendment was brought 
up. There was a rollcall vote and my 
amendment waj agreed to by a vote of 
4ft to 40 At mat point I was forced to 
leave the Chamber to keep my appoint­ 
ments in my Stale of California.
