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A BILL
To amend the Export Administration Act of 1979 to reimpose 

certain foreign policy export controls which ceased to be 
effective on March 1, 1982, September 15, 1982, and 
January 20, 1983.

1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

2 tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,

3 That (a) section 6 of the Export Administration Act of 1979

4 (50 U.S.C. App. 2405) is amended by adding at the end

5 thereof the following new subsection:

6 "(1) EXTENSION OF CERTAIN CONTROLS. Those

7 export controls imposed under this section which were in



1 effect on February 28, 1982, and ceased to he effective on

2 March 1, 1982, September 15, 1982, and January 20, 1983

3 (except those controls with respect to the 1980 Summer

4 Olympic Games), shall become effective on the date of the

5 enactment of this subsection, and shall remain in effect until

6 one year after such date of enactment. At the end of that

7 one-year period, any of those controls made effective by this

8 subsection may be extended by the President in accordance

9 with subsections (b) and (e) of this section.".

10 (b) Subsection (i) of such section 6 is amended by adding

11 at the end thereof the following new sentence: "Any such

12 determination which has been made with respect to a country

13 may not be rescinded unless the President first submits to the

14 Congress a report justifying the rescission and certifying that

15 the country concerned has not provided support for interna-

16 tional terrorism, including support for groups engaged in such

17 terrorism, for the preceding twelve-month period.".

18 (c) The amendment made by subsection (b) shall apply

19 with respect to any export control made effective by the

20 amendment made by subsection (a).
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
